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DIYC One Design JY15, 420’s and Laser Fleet 
Sailing Instructions - 2009
1. ORGANIZING AUTHORITY
The Organizing Authority for these events is Duck Island Yacht Club.

2. RULES
These races will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing 2009-2012 (RRS), the JY15, 420’s and Laser Notice of Race and these Sailing Instructions.
SPECIAL RULES:  At no time shall any vessels or competitors touch any dock not belonging to DIYC.  Failure to obey WILL result in a DSQ for that days racing for the first offense and a DSQ for the series for the second offense.  No vessels are permitted to cross the yacht in the eastern end of the crane horseshoe or touch any vessel in the DIYC slips.  Failure to obey will result in a DSQ for that days racing for the first offense and a DSQ for the series for the second offense.

3. CHANGES TO THE RULES The following Sailing Instructions contain changes to the Racing Rules of Sailing: 6.2, 18.3, 19.1.

4. NOTICES TO COMPETITORS  
Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board located on the front of the DIYC building at the parking lot level, and may be posted on the DIYC website, www.diyc.com. 
5. CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS AND SCHEDULE 
Changes to the Sailing Instructions will be posted on the official notice board before 1730 on the day that they take effect and changes to the schedule will be posted on the official notice board by 1730 on the day before they take effect, and may be posted on the DIYC website at www.diyc.com.
6. SIGNALS MADE ASHORE
Announcements made ashore will be through the One Design PRO and/or the Fleet Captain.
7. SCHEDULE OF RACES
7.1. JY15, 420’s and Laser fleet races are scheduled on the following dates:
First Series:  Thursdays, June 4, 11, 18 and 25, July 2, 9 and 16

Second Series:  Thursdays July 23 and 30, Aug 6, 13, 20 and 27
7.2. First Warning Signal schedule is: 1830
7.3. A minimum of 3 vessels is required to start a race for each class. Multiple races are planned.
8. REGISTRATION, CLASSES, CLASS FLAGS AND STARTING ORDER
8.1. Eligible vessels must be entered by filing a completed registration form and paid a full entry fee with Duck Island Yacht Club (DIYC). 
8.2. All vessels dry-sailing at DIYC must have completed a dry storage form and paid in full in order to be scored.  Failure to do so will result in that yacht not being scored.
8.3. The following class shapes will be displayed prior to the warning signal for the applicable class: ONE DESIGN Lasers = Red, JY15 = Blue.
9. RACING AREA 
Attachment A shows the racing area and marks.
10. THE COURSES

The course for each race will be selected and displayed by the Race Committee (RC) immediately prior to the first gun of each race.  A number designating the course to be sailed will be displayed on the course board of the RC boat. Course 1 = once around, course 2 = twice around, etc. The addition of the letter S after the course number posted on the course board indicates that all marks except the start/finish are to be left to Starboard.  
11. MARKS
11.1. All marks will be yellow except the starting mark and any change marks positioned during the race and signaled at the previous mark rounding by a nearby RC boat displaying the C flag with multiple sound signals.  
11.2. Change marks may alternate between yellow and orange at any time during racing.
12. CHECK-IN AND RETIREMENT
12.1. All boats must check in with the RC signal boat prior to the First Warning signal by hailing and being acknowledged at the starting line or on VHF Channel 68.
12.2. A boat that retires from a race or that has checked in and decides not to race prior to its start shall notify the Race Committee as soon as possible by the best means available.

13. THE START
13.1. The starting line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag on the RC signal boat and a starting mark or boat.

13.2. The starting area will be a square behind the starting line the sides of which are equal to the length of the starting line. Boats not starting shall keep clear of the starting area.

14. RECALLS
As a courtesy the Race Committee will endeavor to announce the names and/or sail numbers of OCS boats on VHF Channel 68 and to inform them when they are ‘clear’ of the line in returning to restart. These communications are subject to the restriction on redress in SI 19.1.
15. THE FINISH 
The finish line will be between an orange flag located on the RC boat and the nearest orange mark set to port. 
16. TIME LIMIT

The time limit will be 1 hour for the first finisher.  Any vessel finishing more then 30 minutes after the first finisher will be scored Did Not Finish (DNF).  The RC may award the last three vessels their position should conditions make it impractical to await their finish.
17. PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS
17.1. Protest forms are available at the Clubhouse. 
17.2. Protests and Requests for Redress shall be delivered there within the protest time limit, one hour after the last boat has finished. 
17.3. Notices of hearings shall be posted on the official notice board within 30 minutes of expiration of the protest time limit.
18. SCORING
18.1. A minimum of  50% of the races in a series must be completed by a competitor to qualify for series points awards.  
18.2. 20% of the races scored will be excluded. 
18.3. A boat scored “Did Not Compete” for a series race because of racing in a sanctioned class event on that day or traveling to or from that event, will be scored points equal to the average of its scores for all other races of the series. Boats will be allowed two travel days either side of the class event. This special consideration will be limited to one per series. This changes Rule A2.
19. RADIO COMMUNICATIONS
19.1. Radio Communications by the Race Committee are informational and a matter of courtesy only. Only the Race Committee may request redress on an issue arising from radio or other courtesy communications. This changes RRS 62.1(a).
19.2. The Race Committee will monitor VHF Channel 68 and will respond to “Duck Island Race Committee” when available. Attempting radio communications with the Race Committee during the starting sequence is discouraged. 
19.3. While racing a boat shall not conduct radio communications, including the use of mobile telephones and devices, not available to all boats.
20. PRIZES

20.1. Prizes will be presented at the DIYC annual awards banquet at the conclusion of the racing season for the first three places in each class in each series.
20.2. Traditional token prizes for the first three places in each class in each race will be presented at the end of each day’s racing when results are announced at the Clubhouse.
21. DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY 
Competitors participate in the series entirely at their own risk, see Rule 4, Decision to Race. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with, or prior to, during, or after either or both series.
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
